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The seventeenth edition of South East Asia's largest exhibition 'IMTEX 2015 and Tooltech 2015' organized by the Indian Machine Tool

Technology Observations

IMTEX 2015 and Tooltech 2015 showcased some of the innovations from the machine tool industry. The 'LIVE' display of several new machines 
many of which were indigenous has served to be a breather for the industry.
